The success of the project. 

How and who has the project benefited. 

Activities must be recorded on MyLion as service activity at https://app.mylion.org.activities/

Recognition:

Assessment of the application by the District Governor Team of 105CE in line with the Criteria and recognition of the impact made to the global causes by each club within District 105CE.

All clubs with a project reported and related to the community that have met the criteria involving the Global Causes will receive a District Certificate of Appreciation.

The project involving the community deemed too have had the greatest impact will receive a Grant of £250.00 towards their project.

Notes: 

The Competition will be run initially on a trial basis for projects supported during a Calender Year: 1st Jan to Dec 31st, 2021.

Submissions for the Award are to be forwarded to the Competitions Officer no later than the           28th of February following the closing date for them to be displayed at Convention for All Delegates  to view.
